ORDER
Defendant appeared in Court on January 19, 2012 on a jury trial calendar.  The State announced that a plea agreement had been reached.  It was apparent however that the Defendant had consumed alcohol prior to arriving in Court, and was late in arriving.  He asked for a continuance to attend a family funeral.  The Court permitted the continuance and warned the Defendant he was not to consume alcohol before coming to Court and must arrive at 9:00 a.m. on the new court date of January 26, 2012.

On January 26, 2012 the Defendant arrived at approximately 9:40 a.m. In light of Defendant’s previous condition, the Court asked an investigator to test the Defendant with an AlcoSensor.  The investigator testified the Defendant had shown a blood alcohol content of over .11.

The Court conducted an evidentiary hearing and found Defendant to be in contempt of court due to his late arrival and consumption of alcohol after having been specifically warned regarding these issues.

It is hereby ORDERED, that Defendant is found to be in contempt of Court and shall be held in custody at the Cobb County Adult Detention Center until 7:00 a.m. on Saturday, January 28, 2012.
