SECOND AMENDED THIRD ORDER-EX’I‘ENDING
DECLARATION OF JUDICIAL EMERGENCY

On June 16, 2020, Chief Judge Brenda S. Weaver issued an order Extending Declaration
of Judicial Emergency, which was amended c;n July 8, 2020, to require deep cleaning and closing
of certain areas in the Fannin Courthouse and the Gilmer Courthouse as a result of certain
courthoﬁse employees who were displaying symptoms of COVID-19. Having found that the deep
cleanings have occurred and that the employees have been tested and are quarantining according
to Department of Health Guidelines, it is hereby ORDERED that the Fannin Courthouse and the
Gilmer Courthouse will re-open all offices and proceed with regular business hours beginning
Monday, July 13, 2020.

Remote videoconference hearings will continue to be scheduled and heard by the Court,
Just as they have been during the course of the state of emergency due to COVID-19. All other
provisions of the previous order will remain in effect.

Service of notice of this SECOND AMENDED THIRD ORDER EXTENDING
DECLARATION OF JUDICIAL EMERGENCY shall be made upon all affected parties in the
same manner as the original order and a copy of this notice shall be placed upon all entry points to

the Fannin County Courthouse and Gilmer County Courthouse.
