ORDER TO DENY DEFENDANT DISCHARGE UNDER O.C.G.A. 40-8-60

Defendant was placed on First Offender Probation for Family Violence Battery on July 17, 2017.  The Probation Department has brought to the Court’s attention that Defendant’s probation was successfully completed on July 17, 2018. However, upon a review of Defendant’s criminal history as is required before entering an Order of Discharge and Acquittal, it became known to the Court that Defendant had been convicted of a felony drug offense in federal court in 1994, a felony drug offense in 1998 in Washington state, a felony drug offense in 2001 in Washington state, felony possession of a firearm in federal court in 2003,  a felony drug offense in Florida in 2013,  three prior drug-related convictions in Florida, all of which were not brought to the Court’s attention at sentencing (both the State and Defendant denied that Defendant had any prior felony convictions). Defendant was not eligible for First Offender Treatment pursuant to the terms of O.C.G.A. Sec. 42-8-60.

Defendant was given notice by Order dated July 17, 2018, to appear in Court on this date for a hearing to determine if he was eligible for discharge. Defendant did appear and acknowledge that he had the felony convictions reflected above.

It is therefore Ordered that the discharge pursuant to O.C.G.A. Sec. 40-8-10 is DENIED, and the adjudication of guilt previously withheld is to be entered by the Clerk with GCIC.
